The gospel within the gospel
“There was a man who had two sons.” Luke 15:11

Presupposition: We are all broken.

“When he came to his senses…” Luke 15:17

The beauty of repentance (Luke 15:7,10)

This is what the Lord says: “If you repent, I will restore you that you may serve me.” Jeremiah 15:19

“Godly sorrow brings repentance that leads to salvation and leaves no regret, but worldly sorrow brings death.” 2 Corinthians 7:10

I’ve broken God’s rules - the justice of God.

I’ve broken God’s heart - the goodness of God.

“Do you show contempt for the riches of his kindness, tolerance and patience, not realizing that God’s kindness leads you toward repentance?” Romans 2:4

Naked - I am clothed.

“He has clothed me with garments of salvation and arrayed me in a robe of righteousness.” Isaiah 61:10

Rejected - I am accepted.
