WHO I AM

(1 Peter 1:1-5)

I. I AM CHOSEN BY GOD
· God has chosen me, not to be overcome by temptation, but to overcome temptation.
For those God foreknew he also predestined to be conformed to the likeness of his Son, that he might be the firstborn among many brothers. Romans 8:29

II. I AM HOLY
· When I set my mind on the word, not the world, I allow God to set me apart and make me holy.
For he chose us in him before the creation of the world to be holy and blameless in his sight. In love Ephesians 1:4

III. I AM OBEDIENT
