The Problem: Indecision
“A double-minded man is unstable in all his ways.” James 1:8 
Indecision causes ….
· Unstable emotions
· Unstable relationships
· Unstable spiritual life
The Prescription: Get Wisdom

Wisdom is the ability to make decisions the way God would make decisions.

· Step One:  Admit your need

“If any of you lack wisdom …” James 1:5
“When pride comes, then comes disgrace, but with humility comes 

wisdom.” Prov. 11:2

· Step Two: Ask for Wisdom
“… he should ask God…”  James1:5
“It is the Lord who gives wisdom; from Him comes knowledge and  understanding.”   Prov. 2:6 
· Step Three: Anticipate It

“So we see that they were not able to enter, because of their unbelief.”  Hebrews 3:19 

God speaks through:
1. the Bible: God’s message to you
“the holy Scriptures … which are able to make you wise for salvation through faith in Christ Jesus. All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and training in righteousness, so that the man of God may be thoroughly equipped for every good work.”
