1.  Grace has a grip.
“14Then He came and touched the open coffin…” Luke 7:14

2. Grace provides a stillness so that we can hear God.

3.  Grace gives us our position back.
“And He said, "Young man, I say to you, arise." 15So he who was dead sat up…” Luke 7:15
4.  Grace gives us our voice back.
“…and began to speak. And He presented him to his mother.”  Luke 7:15
