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PARABLE OF THE RICH FOOL

Luke 12:13-21

“Watch out! Be on your guard against all kinds of greed; a man’s life does not consist in abundance of his possessions.”  Vs. 15

GREED COMES IN ALL SIZES.

1.  LOOK AT HIS DILEMMA – WHAT DO I DO WHT THE EXTRA?

“The ground of a certain rich man produced a good crop.  He thought to himself, ‘What shall I do?  I have no place to store my crops.’”  Vs. 16-17

CONTENTMENT IS THE OPPOSITE OF GREED.

2.  LOOK AT HIS DECISION – I WILL PUT MYSELF FIRST.

“This is what I will do.  I will tear down my barns and build bigger ones, and there I will store all my grain and my goods.  And I’ll say to myself, ‘You have plenty of good things laid up for many years.  Take life easy; drink and be merry.’”  Vs. 18-19

GREED IS DEMOSTRATED INA LIFESTYLE FOCUSED ON PLEASURE.

“From everyone who has been given much, much will be demanded; and from the one who has been entrusted with much, much more will be asked.”  Luke 12:48

3.  LOOK AT HIS DESTINY – HE DIED WITHOUT MAKING A DIFFERENCE. 

“But God said to him, ‘You fool!  This very night your life will be demanded from you.  Then who will get what you have prepared for yourself?’  ‘This is how it will be with anyone who stores up things for himself but is not rich toward God.’”  Vs. 20-21

GREED CAUSES US TO MISS GOD’S PURPOSE FOR OUR LIVES.
