Colossians 1:4-6 (NIV)
We have heard of your faith in Christ Jesus and of the 
love you have for all the saints— the faith and love that spring from the hope that is stored up for you in heaven and that you have already heard about in the word of truth, the gospel that 
has come to you.
Intro: Story about waiting in line day after Thanksgiving for 2 hours (Up at 4am, in line from 4:30-6:30am) Person in front of me bought last item of what I wanted so they were “Sold Out.” 
Verse: Read Col 3:1-4 aloud, challenge to memorize vs. 2.
Body: We use the term “Sold Out” to Jesus a lot, but what does it really mean and look like?  Here are 4 snapshots of someone “Sold Out” to Jesus, or with a life turned 180 degrees towards Christ.
1. Determined Focus.  Hearts and Minds focused.  Not much room for anything else.  We see people whose hearts are in it (emotional Christians) but who never learn about Christ.  And we see people who study a lot(intellectual Christians ) but no passion for others.  We must be wholly focused.

2. Central Importance.  (I added “of Jesus”) Putting Christ on the top of our priority List.  Under future career, friends, social status, even parents.  Therefore, all decisions we make in life run through the filter of what God has planned for us.

3. Daily Commitment. (may seem controversial, but important!) Some rely back on the fact they said the “Sinner’s Prayer” years ago as fire insurance or because they wanted to follow God then, but now it has little meaning.  God wants us to turn to him everyday and seek out where He is working in our life and in others around us!

4. Confident Hope.  This is more of a benefit to being “Sold Out” to Christ.  We have the faith and love that come from our hope of not only eternally salvation, but of Christ everyday!

Closing: Brought out an XBOX 360 as a “prize” if people would take this seriously and do a huge list of tasks (make something complicated up.) Then tell the story about people waiting for Xbox360 to launch (USA TODAY article.) and about how people would do anything to get it.  Finish with the realization that you are not going to give away the XBOX360, but that God has given us the best prize possible in a daily life with Christ, and we should be willing to do whatever it takes to have that relationship, but that God doesn’t expect us to jump through hoops, but has offered it to us free.
