THE PRIZE
(Luke 15:1-10)

1.  God’s 3 clues for the treasure hunt:

· The treasure hunter is God.

· The prize is you.

· The prize is lost!

2.  Your 3 important discoveries about the treasure hunt.

· You are valuable to God.  

Then the owner of the house . . . ordered his servant, ‘Go out quickly into the streets and alleys of the town and bring in the poor, the crippled, the blind and the lame.’ Luke 14:21
· Without Christ, you are lost.  

At one time we too were foolish, disobedient, deceived and enslaved by all kinds of passions and pleasures. We lived in malice and envy, being hated and hating one another. Titus 3:3-4
· Jesus is looking for you . . . today!

God, the Master, says: “From now on, I myself am the shepherd . . . . As shepherds go after their flocks when they get scattered, I’m going after my sheep. I’ll rescue them from all the places they’ve been scattered to in the storms.” Ezekiel 34:11-12

3. God’s treasure must be our treasure.

4.  The key to being the treasure found by Jesus:  Turn back to God.
