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Many times in life we come to a place where we need a DO OVER

We need to let go of the past and Focus on the future – What is in front of you

What we see is that anyone united with the Messiah gets a fresh start, is created new.  The old life is gone; a new life has come! 2 Corinthians 5:17

God wants you to have a fresh start (do over) today

The Do Over Requires Two decisions and Two declarations

Decision #1: I will not waste this opportunity

Take advantage of this do over

So be careful how you live. Don’t live like fools, but like those who are wise. 16 Make the most of every opportunity in these evil days. 17Don’t act thoughtlessly, but understand what the Lord wants you to do.  Eph 5:15-16

Decision #2: I will not try to fix things on my own

The Spirit alone gives eternal life.  Human effort accomplishes nothing.  And the very words I have spoken to you are spirit and life.  John 6:63

Declaration #1:  I will live in the power that Christ has given me

If we get included in Christ’s sin-conquering death, we also get included in his life-saving resurrection.  Romans 6:8

“35 Who shall separate us from the love of Christ?  Shall trouble or hardship or persecution or famine or nakedness or danger or sword?... 37 No, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him who loved us.”  Romans 8:35 and 37

More than conquerors = super conqueror, completely and overwhelming victorious

Declaration #2:  I will live life with a victorious attitude

For I can do everything through Christ, who gives me strength.  Philippians 4:13

Godly thoughts lead to Godly behavior…Many times we walk around with a victim mentality…my life will never change…I’m always going to feel this way…I will never get past this…sometimes we say these things…sometimes we think it….we must change the thoughts and the words we are saying….they must line up with the word of God..

For though we live in the world, we do not wage war as the world does.  The weapons we fight with are not the weapons of the world.  On the contrary, they have divine power to demolish strongholds.  We demolish arguments and every pretension that sets itself up against the knowledge of God, and we take captive every thought to make it obedient to Christ.  2 Corinthians 10:3-5
