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MUD AND SPIT
5While I am in the world, I am the light of the world."6Having said this, he spit on the ground, made some mud with the saliva, and put it on the man's eyes. 7"Go," he told him, "wash in the Pool of Siloam" (this word means Sent). So the man went and washed, and came home seeing. 8His neighbors and those who had formerly seen him begging asked, "Isn't this the same man who used to sit and beg?" 9 Some claimed that he was. Others said, "No, he only looks like him."  Luke 9:5-7
In this passage, we can see Jesus, who called Himself the Light of the World, opening the eyes of a man who was born blind. But more than just doing a healing miracle, Jesus was also able to address different kinds of blindness. Let us look deeper at what really happened in this story.
What’s The Real Story?

1. Jesus is Correcting a misunderstanding
1As he went along, he saw a man blind from birth. 2His disciples asked him, "Rabbi, who sinned, this man or his parents, that he was born blind?" 3"Neither this man nor his parents sinned," said Jesus, "but this happened so that the work of God might be displayed in his life.  John 9:1-3
In this passage, we can see Jesus, who called Himself the Light of the World, opening the eyes of a man who was born blind. But more than just doing a healing miracle, Jesus was also able to address different kinds of blindness. Let us look deeper at what really happened in this story.
2.  Jesus is Healing the blind man
6Having said this, he spit on the ground, made some mud with the saliva, and put it on the man's eyes. 7"Go," he told him, "wash in the Pool of Siloam" (this word means Sent). So the man went and washed, and came home seeing.  John 9:6-7
Though using saliva for medicinal purposes was common in the ancient world, the manner Jesus healed the blind man was unusual. Normally, we lay hands on the sick, pray a prayer of faith, and believe God to heal the sick person (Mark 16:18; James 5:14-15). But no matter what Jesus did, the blind man trusted Him by obeying His command and was healed. How much do you trust God? How willing are you to follow His ways even if you do not understand them?
3. Jesus is Revealing the Messiah
25He replied, “Whether he is a sinner or not, I don’t know. One thing I do know. I was blind but now I see!” . . . 35Jesus heard that they had thrown him out, and when he found him, he said, “Do you believe in the Son of Man?” 36“Who is he, sir?” the man asked. “Tell me so that I may believe in him.” 37Jesus said, “You have now seen him; in fact, he is the one speaking with you.” 38Then the man said, “Lord, I believe,” and he worshiped him. 39Jesus said, “For judgment I have come into this world, so that the blind will see and those who see will become blind.”  John 9:25, 35-39 

When the blind man was healed, he was questioned about Jesus. And while many did not believe him especially the Pharisees, they cannot deny that a miracle happened in the man’s life. The man was not just healed from his blindness, but his faith was also healed. He knew in his heart that Jesus was truly the Messiah because he experienced His power. What has God done in your life that strengthened your faith in Him? How has this experience pointed other people to Jesus?
